Introduction , In the book of Genesis we have the story of the first Adams

Creation and fall, and being ask to leave the garden, In the book of Matthew we have the Death of the second Adam, and given and Invitation

To come into the garden and see the place where He laid.

(1) COME AND SEE THE COST OF THE PLACE:  

     (Matt. 27:57) When even was come there came a rich man of Arimathaea

      Named Joseph,(58) begged the body of Jesus (60) He laid it in His own new

     Tomb. This was a very expensive tomb; Only a rich man could afford it!

     This confirms the word of God, (Lk.18: 24) and Prophetically (Isa. 53:9).
     But consider this!

(2)The Cost to the Savior, (1Pet. 2: 24) Who his own self bare our sins
(3)The Cost to the Sinners, (Rom.5: 15,6:23)

     (Matt. 27:60) And laid it the (the body of Jesus) In his own tomb, which he

     had hewed out in the rock, and he rolled a great stone to the door. Now it must

     have took a lot of work to hewed out of this rock a tomb, Imagine this hewing

     out of a rock a place for the Rock! But notice this!

    (1) The Foresight of it, (Matt. 60) His tomb

    (1) The Falseness of it, (Mt. 27:60) And laid it in his own new tomb. 

    (2) The Fear of it, (Mt. 27:62-66)

    (3) The Failure of it, (Mt.27:60) and he rolled a great stone to the door,(62)

         Chief preist and Pharisees came to Pilate,(64) Command therefore the 

(3) COME AND SEE THE CONTENTS OF THE PLACE:

     (Jn. 20:6)Then cometh Simon Peter following him and went into the Sepulcher

     and seeth the linen clothes lie, (7) And the napkin that was about his head not

     lying with the linen clothes ,but wrapped (Folded) together in a place by itself.

     The empty tomb wasn’t altogether empty!

     (1) The Linen Clothes, (Sin) (Gen. 3:7,21) made themselves aprons 

     (2) The Covering or ( Napkin, ) (Jn.20:7) the napkin(that was )about his head

           When we think of Napkin, (a) Cleaning, (b) Customs, it was to show

           Satisfaction, Send a message, (I will be returning)

     (3) The Corpses, (Mt.28:6) He is not here but risen

     (4) The Cornerstone, (1Pet.2:6)Wherefore also It is contained in the scripture,

          Behold I lay in Zion a chief cornerstone,elect,and precious and he that be-

         Leiveth on him shall not be confounded.
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
