     3.He was guarded,(6) (keepers before the door)

     4.He was a sleep, (satan likes to keepem asleep) Samson, Elijah, Peter, James,

        John, Eutychus.

     5.He was awaiting death, sentence, (Acts 12;2)(Rom.6:23)

(2) WHAT WAS DONE FOR PETER:

      1. The Church was Praying for him, (Acts 12:5) prayer was made without
          ceasing of the Church unto God.

      2. The Lord sent some Light, (Acts 12:7) a light shined in the prison. 

      3. The Angel woke him up, (Acts 12:7) Angel smote Peter on the side,and

           raised him up.

      4. The doors were open for him, (Acts 12:10) which opened unto them of

           his own accord.

(3) WHAT PETER DID:

       1. He arose up quickly, (Acts 12:7) he arose up quickly,and his chains fell off.

       2. He put on shoes, and garment, (Acts 12:8) (Lk.15:22) Bring the best robe.

       3. He came to himself, (Acts 12:11) And when Peter was come to himself.

       4. He had assurance , (Acts 12;11) he said,now I know of a surety.

       5. He came to the Church house, (Acts 12:12) He came to the house.

       6. He testified of what the Lord had done, (Acts 12:17) He declared unto them

           how the Lord had brought him out!

       7. He became the talk of the town, (Acts 12;18) there was no small stir what

           the Lord had become of Peter.
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
